Health Requirements: All llamas and alpacas must be
de-wormed within 7days and free of infectious diseases
and it’s signs. The State of Wisconsin requires Veterinary
Inspection for llamas and alpacas imported into WI.

Registration Requirements: Llamas and Alpacas
must be registered with the ILR or ARI. See the ALSA
Handbook for exact rules. Copies of the Registration
Certificates must be sent with the entry form. All
participants in ALSA Regional Championship Shows
must be a member of ALSA. See also 2008 general info
from the ALSA office.

Stalling: Stalls will be pre-assigned. The stalling barn
will have dirt floors. All animals will require a stall. Two
animals per stall. You are responsible to provide bedding.
Please clean your stall(s) upon departure. If you have a
wheelbarrow, it will be helpful, as the manure it is not
very close to the stalling barn. Signs and banners may
be hung in stalls if you do not have a farm display.

Tack: Shared tack stalls will be provided.
